Context in the story: When the branch snapped, Danny quickly 
blamed Zeldon, while Zeldon twisted the story to point back at Danny.

Real-world connection: Children may sometimes bend the truth to
avoid punishment or embarrassment. Blaming others can feel easier in
the moment, but it creates conflict and damages trust. When children
twist facts, it also stops them from learning how to take responsibility. 

How parents can use the story: Guide your child to see that honesty is
safer than twisting the truth. Stay calm and focus on the real action,
not the excuses, so they understand the consequence clearly. Praise
them when they admit their part honestly, even if it’s small. Over time,
they’ll learn that facing mistakes openly brings more respect and peace
than escaping through blame.

How do I get my child to stop tattling or
complaining constantly about others?

Context in the story: Sherry immediately threatened to tell everyone
about the broken branch, enjoying the chance to complain and make
the others look bad. Later she admitted that her tattling made the
quarrel worse. 

Real-world connection: Children may fall into a habit of tattling,
rushing to report every mistake or complaint about others. This can
harm friendships, as constant complaining makes others feel unsafe
and judged. It also distracts from solving problems together. 

How parents can use the story: Help your child tell the difference
between reporting real danger and complaining just to get others in
trouble. Remind them that solving small conflicts kindly builds stronger
friendships than running to tattle. Encourage them to speak directly to
their peers when possible, showing how to resolve issues calmly. 
With time, they will learn that understanding and kindness are more
powerful than complaints.

Context in the story: After Emily arrived, all three admitted their part
in the broken branch and saw how honesty made them feel lighter.
They laughed together once the truth was clear. 

Real-world connection: Children learn honesty best when they
experience how it brings relief and restores trust. Hiding behind lies
often makes problems heavier, while telling the truth opens the way
to fix them. Honesty also teaches children responsibility, showing
them they can be trusted to make things right. 

How parents can use the story: Create an environment where telling
the truth feels safe, even if mistakes are involved. Show your child that
honesty doesn’t erase consequences, but it does make solving
problems easier. Praise them warmly when they are truthful, especially
if it was difficult for them to admit. Over time, this builds a habit of
choosing honesty first, even in tricky moments.

Purpose: To highlight honesty. 

Question: What happened
when all three admitted the
truth about the branch? 

Follow-up: How does being
honest make you feel inside? 

4. Team Fix

Purpose: To show responsibility. 

Question: How did the three
friends make the play area safe
again after the branch broke? 

Follow-up: Why is it important to
fix mistakes together?
